• Actively engage with campers during specialist-led activities (sports, art, 
swim, etc.) (Counselors do not simply bring campers to activities then sit 
off to the side, they are expected to participate) 

• Plan and lead occasional activities, games, or transitions for your group 

• Fill unscheduled time with creative, fun activities when plans change 

• Be the first line of support for camper behavior management and seek 
help from your Unit Head when needed 

• Work closely with your Unit Head and communicate schedule changes, 
bunk challenges, or concerns in a timely and respectful way 

• Partner with Advocate Counselors to help ensure campers with special 
needs feel included and supported 

• Maintain clean and organized spaces, including bunk gathering areas, 
locker rooms, and all activity areas 

• Communicate and act professionally with campers, parents, and fellow 
staff members 

• Keep all camper and family information confidential 

• Arrive to camp on time each day, ready to work, be engaged, and have 
fun

• Comfortable being outside, playing, and staying active in the summer 
heat, including getting in the pool and swimming with campers 
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• Ability to complete 6 or more weeks of summer between June 22 – Aug

weeks) 

• Ability to attend and participate in staff orientation 

• Must be able to obtain background clearances, FBI fingerprinting, and
